While on the trails it is important to remember: 

− Bring Plenty of water, sunscreen and insect repellant. 
Dress appropriately for the weather. 

− For your safety, and to help conservation efforts, 
obey all trail signs and hike only on marked trails. 

− Help protect this historic and wild area: Take nothing 
but pictures and leave nothing but footprints. 

− Hike Smart: Hike with a buddy. Carry a cell phone in 
case of emergency. Tell people where you are going. 

− Plan accordingly and leave ample time to return to 
your vehicle. Exit the preserve before the gate is 
closed.
